Love

February 18, 2024 (Week 1)

Matthew 22:34-40 (NIV)

*Hearing that Jesus had silenced the Sadducees, the Pharisees got
together. > One of them, an expert in the law, tested him with this
question: ® “Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?”

% Jesus replied: “ ‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with
all your soul and with all your mind.” *® This is the first and greatest
commandment. *° And the second is like it: ‘Love your neighbor as
yourself. “*°All the Law and the Prophets hang on these two
commandments.”

Why does love matter most?

1. The best use of this life is !
Why?
a. Love validates

1 John 4:8 (NIV)

® Whoever does not love does not know God, because God is
love.

1 John 4:20 (NIV)

2®\Whoever claims to love God yet hates a brother or sister is a
liar. For whoever does not love their brother and sister, whom
they have seen, cannot love God, whom they have not seen.



b. Love me.

Colossians 3:14 (CEV)
% Love is more important than anything else. It is what ties
everything completely together.

c. Love

1 Peter 4:8 (NIV)
® Above all, love each other deeply, because love covers over a
multitude of sins.

Colossians 2:13-14 (The Living Bible, Paraphrased)

You were dead in sins, and your sinful desires were not yet
cut away. Then he gave you a share in the very life of Christ, for
he forgave all your sins, **and blotted out the charges proved
against you, the list of his commandments which you had not
obeyed.
